 Located in the heart of Middle Tennessee, the City of 
Tullahoma is within 65 miles of Nashville, Chattanooga, and 
Huntsville, Alabama; and only 10 miles west of I-24. 
 Tullahoma serves as the commercial, economic, medi-
cal, and cultural center for Southern Middle Tennessee, which 
includes a population of approximately 150,000 residents.  The 
low cost of living, the presence of three major recreational lakes, 

numerous golf courses, 
historical tourist attrac-
tions, and the nearby 
Smoky Mountains has also 
resulted in the region be-
coming a coveted second 
home and retiree destina-
tion. 
 Nestled next to 

Arnold Engineering Development Center, Arnold Air Force 
Base, and the University of Tennessee Space Institute, Tulla-
homa is known around the world as an aerospace technology 
hub.  Tullahoma City Schools have a statewide reputation for the 
high quality education they provide.  The area is also home to a 
growing medical community anchored by Harton Regional Medi-
cal Center that recently invested in a $22 million dollar expan-
sion and was recognized with a national 2009-2010 Hospital 
Value Index™: “Best in Value”™ Award. 
 Aerospace Testing Alliance, Goodrich Landing Gear, 
Cubic Transportation Systems, Nissan, and Motlow State Com-
munity College are other local major employers for the city and 
surrounding towns as well, resulting in a progressive well-
educated community (i.e. Tullahoma is the only Tennessee mar-
ket outside of a metropolitan area containing a census tract with 
average HH incomes above $100,000 and 25% of residents hold 
Bachelor degree or higher). 
 The area offers 
visitors a wide variety of 
tourism and entertainment 
venues.  Jack Daniel’s and 
George Dickel Distilleries, 
Tennessee Walking Horse 
Celebration, Bonnaroo 
Music Festival, and the 
former Confederate Head-
quarters for the Army of Tennessee during the Civil War.  Tulla-
homa is also the home of several sports tournaments, including 

the Little League 
Baseball All-Star 
Tournament in 2010.
