5. Jon Glass presented his Airport Manager Report: 
 
CURRENT PROJECTS 
 
Terminal Building – Electrical Contractor will return to repair front and back exterior 
lights at no cost as their schedule allows.  
 
36 and 24 Threshold Markings – TAD will correct the markings in the Spring of 2012 at 
no cost to us. 
 
Budget Work Session – A budget work session will be held with BOMA and TAA at City 
Hall on April 24 at 5:30 pm. 
 
2012 Air Show – The Kiwanis Club will make a decision on Air Show date and performers 
Tuesday night April 10. It will either be Jerry the Jet on Friday June 29, 2012 or A-10 demo 
team and P-51 Mustang on Wednesday July 4, 2012. The June 29 date has already been 
approved by TAA, Jon Glass suggests that TAA approve Wednesday July 4, 2012 as an 
alternate date for the Air Show. Motion to approve? 
 
Airport Inspection – Total cost for marking and removing the trees from Richard Raper 
and Brown’s Tree service was $900. Jon Glass will pay the Contractors and submit the 
90/10 reimbursement to TAD on April 13. 
 
Momentum Foundation Ramp Expansion Project – Legal notice to bidders ran in the 
March 28 edition of Tullahoma News. Ron Fitzgerald and Jon Glass have notified all local 
Contractors. A pre-bid meeting will be held at the terminal building on Friday April 
13 at 2:00 pm. Bids will be opened on April 27 at 2:00 pm in the terminal building.  
 
Runway 6/24 Approach Lighting – PDC is preparing the Work Authorization for this 
project. 
 
NW Airfield Utility Project – The City issued a Notice to Proceed for design and 
engineering services to Littlejohn Engineering Associates on 11/30/11. 
 
North Hangar Roof Leak – The 50/50 funded $15,000 project request has been approved 
by TAD. The grant from TAD should arrive in the next 4 weeks. 
 
South Taxiway Light Repair – The 90/10 funded $20,000 project request has been 
approved by TAD. The grant from TAD should arrive in the next 4 weeks. 
 
Airfield Signage/Lighting Inventory – No update.  
 
Maintenance Contract Reimbursement – A $5,328.38 reimbursement was received from 
TAD on 4/4/12. 
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Coffee County Commission Funding – The request for $60,000 in funding from Coffee 
County was submitted prior to the April 1, 2012 deadline. 
 
Hangar Space – Chris Rounds and TN Skydiving have both signed leases on the North 
hangar. 
 
Taxiway Drainage Repair – The pay request for Broom Construction has been sent to 
TAD for processing. $26,000 will be held for retainage until the concrete, grass and Stuart 
hangar damage issues are corrected. 
 
NW Airfield Layout – A copy of the final draft layout will be available at the meeting for 
TAA review. 
 
Ramp Repair – The grant amount is $300,000 with 90/10 funding. Local share funding 
will come from TAD refund on previous projects. As of 1/23/12 we have received $24,400 
in refunds on previous projects with another $9,915 owed to us. The signed grant was 
mailed to Steve Upshaw on 3/20/12 for TAD signatures. 
 
TN Aeronautics Division – The Conference is scheduled for August 22 – 24 this year and 
the next Commission meeting is scheduled for May 17. 
 
Airport Sign – Dream Tullahoma Committee is working with Jacobs to update and upgrade 
the Airport sign on Jackson Street adjacent to KFC.

FUEL SALES 
 
Fuel sales for the month of March were 11,512.94 gallons.  Last March a total of 4,943.4 
gallons were sold. TAA took over fuel sales on May 14, 2011. With 6 weeks left in our first 
year of fuel sales we have sold 121,650.47 gallons. Fuel sales for the entire years of 2007 to 
2010 were as follows: 2007 – 107,196.8, 2008 – 113,262.8, 2009 – 94,408.7 and 2010 – 
97,983.8. Wayne Limbaugh advised Jon Glass on 4/2/12 that the last remaining part 
needed for the AVGAS truck is not available but being made in a machine shop. The truck 
should be ready for us the week of April 9.

A 5 cent per gallon truck fee was added to the AVGAS full serve price last month to pay the 
loan for the AVGAS truck. Currently there is a 25 cent per gallon difference in the price of 
self serve and full serve fuel. Does the Board want to consider adding the 5 cent truck fee to 
the self serve price also? Action was deferred on this item at the March Board meeting. 
Jet fuel has a 10 cent per gallon truck fee included in the price. The chart below shows the 
ratio of self serve gallons sold versus full serve since August 2011.
